 (“SOFTWARE”) to RECIPIENT, a NASA Civil Servant.  The following restrictions and conditions apply to such release:
1.  RECIPIENT acknowledges that the SOFTWARE is not in the public domain and nothing in this Acknowledgment is to be construed as making the SOFTWARE available to the public without restriction. RECIPIENT acknowledges that the SOFTWARE is for NASA internal use only, and to be used for Government Purposes only.     
2.  RECIPIENT acknowledges that there is to be no further release, distribution, or publication of the SOFTWARE by RECIPIENT except to other NASA Civil Servants and NASA Contractors who require the software to perform government work under their contract.  Such recipients must first be informed by RECIPIENT of all of the obligations and restrictions set forth herein, and provided a copy of:  (A) this Acknowledgment of Receipt of Software (“Acknowledgment”); and (B) a related NOTICE that must accompany all permitted distributions (both of which RECIPIENT will receive via e-mail after completing this Acknowledgement).  A NASA Civil Servant or NASA Contractor that receives the SOFTWARE in this manner is an “AUTHORIZED USER.”  
3.  NASA makes no representation as to how the software would be classified under U.S. export control laws.  Recipient and Authorized User(s) are responsible for ensuring compliance with U.S. export control laws before transferring the software outside of the U.S. or to non-U.S. persons.
4.  If an AUTHORIZED USER is a NASA Contractor, before providing the SOFTWARE, the Civil Servant RECIPIENT must:
a.  verify and confirm to the NASA Technical Point of Contact (NTPOC) for the SOFTWARE that the NASA Contractor requires the SOFTWARE for performance of government work under their contract; 
 b.  verify and provide proof to the NTPOC that the Contractor has FAR 1852.227-88, “Government-Furnished Computer Software and Related Technical Data,” in their contract,  or an appropriate software usage agreement (SUA) has been executed; the SOFTWARE must be provided to such AUTHORIZED USER in accordance with the terms of this software contract clause or SUA; and
c.  verify and confirm to the NTPOC that the Contractor and the Contractor’s software custodian/recipient, are not a foreign persons (as defined by 22 CFR §120.16).  (If one of these entities is a foreign person then those entities must obtain access to the software in accordance with the external release requirements of NPR 2210.1).
5.  Notwithstanding paragraph 10, if the AUTHORIZED USER is a NASA Contractor then the AUTHORIZED USER is also subject to the    terms of the software contract clause or SUA referenced in paragraph 4; should any terms conflict, then the contract clause or SUA terms take precedence over the terms set forth herein.
6.  If the SOFTWARE is modified, RECIPIENT acknowledges his/her duty to provide RELEASING CENTER the complete source code of the modified version. The RECIPIENT acknowledges that there is to be no further release, distribution, or publication of any modified version of the SOFTWARE except to other AUTHORIZED USERS working within RECIPIENT’S Project.  
7.  For any such modifications that are made to the SOFTWARE, RECIPIENT shall change the name of the modified version and place a notice on or within the modified version stating that RECIPIENT has modified the SOFTWARE and include RECIPIENT’S name, contact information (e.g., address, phone number, or e-mail), and the date and purpose of the modification.  Any release, distribution or publication of the modified version of the SOFTWARE outside of RECIPIENT’S Project requires Center Software Release Authority review and approval, as such release may fall under NPR 2210.1. 
8.  If the SOFTWARE includes a copyright notice or other restrictive marking or legend identifying it as a work of a third party, RECIPIENT acknowledges that the third party software and/or documentation are to be governed by the terms and conditions of its copyright, or other restrictive marking or legend.
9.  RECIPIENT acknowledges that the restrictions on disclosure and distribution addressed in this Acknowledgment are to be applied to any software code developed by RECIPIENT that incorporates any portion of the SOFTWARE.
10.  References above to RECIPIENT apply the same to all down-stream AUTHORIZED USERS.

3) If this SOFTWARE is modified or enhanced, RECIPIENT/AUTHORIZED USER acknowledges his/her duty to provide RELEASING CENTER with a copy of the complete source code of the modified or enhanced version. The RECIPIENT/AUTHORIZED USER acknowledges that there is to be no further release, distribution, or publication of any modified or enhanced version of the SOFTWARE except to AUTHORIZED USERS working within RECIPIENT’s Project; and

4) AUTHORIZED USERS are subject to the terms of the Acknowledgment; if the AUTHORIZED USER is a NASA Contractor, then the AUTHORIZED USER is also subject to the terms of the Government Furnished Software (GFS) clause in their contract or a separate SUA (see, Acknowledgment para. 4); should any terms of the GFS clause or SUA conflict with the terms of the Acknowledgment, then the GFS clause or SUA terms will take precedence over the Acknowledgment terms.
